4.1 All boats must conform to class measurement requirements and weight restrictions.
4.2 All crewmembers shall weigh in. Weigh in times are:

* Friday, September 16 between 8:00am and 9:30am
4.3 We will provide one off weigh-ins each day for one-day sailors. The fleet measurer must
approve all crew substitutions and weights.
4.4 All boats must return to The San Francisco Yacht Club after Friday and Saturday’s races and
are required to remain in the water from the beginning of racing on Friday through the last
race on Sunday, unless the PRO has approved a written request for haul out.
